Julia Ward Howe was the daughter of a wall

Gridley Howe. Julia Howe was very active in

the abolition of the slavery movement, and

later became a leader in the women's suffrage

movement. In 1907, she became the first 0 . - - "
woman member of the American Academy of 1he S0:stgners of the:Declaraitonio
Arts and Letters. She and her husband

worked hard against slavery and even

sons in the Continental Army and 9 fought

entertained John Brown in their home.

In 1861 she traveled to Washingotn, D.C.,

and saw the city teeming with military, horses anddieddunng the Revalitionary War.
